Each April, about 135 people (the 93 Area Delegates of the US and Canada, 21
Trustees, 6 Non-Trustee Directors and 15 staff of GSO) meet to conduct the
General Service Conference of Alcoholics Anonymous. This is “the time the col-

lective group conscience of the US/Canada A.A comes together to take actions
that will guide the groups in the years that follow.” (AA Service Manual, pg.39)

Our Delegate represents the California Northern Coastal Area 06 (CNCAO06)
which has over 60,000 members in over 2,000 groups. Each Group’s conscience
and vote is delivered to its Delegate by a General Service Representative (GSR),
... but groups without GSRs do not have a voice at the Conference.
